2.  If the tailgate in relation to the body is 
 either set to far inward or outward.

Place threaded bar into Top Stud Hole. 
Tap gently to straighten until your 
threaded bar is straight.

Confirm that the Damper has 
some movement in the tailgate 
open position therefore ensuring 
the cables are taking the tailgate 
weight and not the damper.
